Background

The York City Bureau of Health applied for state funds to elicit input from school students to
identify safety hazards along their walking route. The York City Bureau of Health is a part of a
larger commitfee that is comprised of several key community organizations that is striving to
achieve a healthier and safer community by looking at and revising policies, systems, and
environmental determinants which influence health.

Purpose

The York City Bureau of Health identified Hannah Penn Middle School as an asset in the
community which has the ability to facilitate a change in the built environment. The York City
Burean of Health is seeking approval to work with 12 students which will be given equipment

provided by them to assist in assessing the safety hazards along their everyday walking
commute.

Project Objectives

Objective 1: Create a safe walking route to school for students
Objective 2: Create a sense of community empowerment
Objective 3: Build lifelong health habits through increase physical activity among students

Planned Program

1). Identify 12 students in the middle school to assess the walkability and bikeability of their
routes to school. Students will receive disposable cameras, notepads, surveys, and other supplies
needed to record hazardous situations along their route. Photographs of dangerous street
crossings, sidewalks or walking areas will provide documentation for students to present to city
planners, city council, school administrators and EPBY members as input for actionable
infrastructure improvements to make their routes to school safer. Students will participate in a
focus group to develop a list of priority projects to address in a 2-3 year plan. Students who
complete the assessments, pictures, surveys and priority discussion will each receive a $10.00
give card to Wal-mart.

2). Identify two (2) hazardous intersections (high street traffic or high pedestrian volume) used
by students. Build crosswalks to increase visibility of safe crossing areas along the walking
routes. Install signs to identify safe routes or crossing areas for students. The York City

Department of Public Works (DPW) has leveraged funding to provide crosswalks at two
additional intersections along designated routes for a total of four (4) intersections improvements
during this period. The DPW will also provide in-kind staffing to make these enhancements at
the four (4) intersections.

3). Develop walking route map(s) for the school to post on the school’s website, and to distribute
with parents and students showing the safe designated routes. The school will distribute 1,600
double-sided maps in both English and Spanish with the designated routes.

4). Work with EPBY workgroups to identify funding opportunities and other local infrastructure
initiatives that will coordinate or integrate the SRTS concept.

5). EPBY will coordinate with schools to promote with local media said activities to expand the
SRTS initiative — including coverage of the student’s walking the SRTS routes, participation in
the assessments/surveys, and the building of crosswalks or Safe Routes.

Brightpoint Literacy’s $500 Classroom Literacy Mini Grant - Stacy Moyer — Goode Elementary
Submitted for $500.00 for guided reading books for first grade ELL reading skills, Object is to
increase reading scores by increasing interest in the material.

Highmark School Challenge Applications: Six (6) applications were submitted for the
Highmark School Challenge grant; one for each of our slementary schools. The grant
would provide funding to make a video library of exercise activities specifically geared for
students in grades K-4. Classroom teachers could then check out the videos for use in
providing physical education within the classroom setting. The YMCA and White Rose
Community Television will partner with the district to do the videos and collect the data for
the grants. The following schools applied; Davis, Devers, Ferguson, Gocede, Jackson and
McKinley. Assistant Superintendent Hufnagel worked with the YMCA of York and York
County on these grants.

AP INCENTIVE GRANT APPLICATION - Federal Programs/Guidance at WP - working
on grant to provide funds for our students to cover the fees for the AP testing. Letter of
intent required by 4/15/11. Application required by 5/16/11.

ONGOING:
SUMMER SCHOOL
We have been working with the Assistant Superintendents and Principals on a proposal to offer
summer school for our failing 8 graders and 119 and 12 graders. All summer school will be held
at the high school. There will be no elementary summer school this year. EAP funding is gone and
there is little left of Title I. With the cash flow issues, the necessity to limit summer school became
apparent. Holding the summer school in ang building will be less costly and parmit maintenance of






the other facilities more readily. Summer school will range from June 27- July 29 with July 4 off for
a holiday.

STATE MONITORING/AUDITS:

1) The Auditor General for the Commonwealth of PA is currently completing & financial audit of
the 21t Century program.

2) The Federal Programs Division is doing a monitoring of the ARRA {Stimulus) monies received
for Title |, IDEA, and SFSF. The initial meeting was held on 3/2 at central office. The monitoz
reports back to the regional cocrdinator for federal programs, Jesse Fry. Jasse will follow-up
with any concerns.

3) Working with the state and

FEDERAL SIG - the SIG grant was expected to be open on e-grants in its new form by the end of
January. When we attended the National Title | Conference at the beginning of February, USDOE
stated that resolutions and approvals should be completed within a couple of weeks. We are now
in March and the grant has not yet opened in e-grants. Virginia Baker, program manager for SIG
for the PDE Federal Programs Division, stated that the districts will be given 5 weeks from the time
the grant opens in which to complete the application and submit it. We have much of the
information ready as the state presented. If the negotiations with USDOE require changes, we will
amend our information accordingly. Based on the information presented by the state, we have four
buildings that qualify for funding with a range of $1,500,000-$2,000,000/year possible to apply for,
but actual awards were around 30-35% of that last year. | will keep you updated on the SIG
progress as information comes out.

OTHER:

Extended Day Opportunities Collaboration: The district brought together a group of community
stakeholders to discuss ways we can collaborate to provide needed services to our students and their
families. The first meeting was held on 3/28 at the District Administration Building, The next meeting is
scheduled for Monday, April 11" at Ferguson Elementary. Representatives from Martin Memorial Library,
United Way, YMCA of York and York County, York City Health Bureau, City of York, Special Education,
ELL, Pre-K, Title | Parents, Penn State Ext.-4H, Principals and Administrators are involved to date. We are
hopeful to have a preposal to present to the board by the May 2011 Education Committee meeting. This is a
huge undertaking that is looking at offering before and after school care ‘and programming with fitness,
nutrition, tutaring, computers, library and more from 6:30 a.m. to 6 p.m. in our elementary and middle leveis;
and after school programming for our high school.
