At least 10 days before the date scheduled for adoption of the Preliminary Budget, the
Secretary shall advertise a Preliminary Budget Notice in substantially the form as
presented to the School Board. The notice shall be advertised once in a newspaper of
general circulation and shall be posted conspicuously at the School District offices.

The Act 1 index applicable to the School District as calculated by the Pennsylvania
Department of Education is 2.7%. The Preliminary Budget Proposal assumes that the
School District will receive approval for use of one or more Act 1 real estate tax
referendum exceptions. The School District shall take all steps required to obtain
approval for the referendum exceptions contemplated in the Preliminary Budget
Proposal, including advertising once in a newspaper of general circulation and placing
on the School District internet website Act 1 Referendum Exception Notice in
substantially the form as presented to the School Board. (attachment I) (attachment |

Executive Summary

In accordance with the requirements of Special Session Act 1 of 2006, the School District of the City
of York is making the 2012-13 Preliminary General Fund Budget available for public inspection.
The Preliminary Budget includes total expenditures of $119,490,042 and total revenue of
$104,960,562. The Current Real Estate Tax revenue estimate is based on the 2011-12 real estate tax
rate of 31.0778 mills plus the Act 1 index of 2.7% and any exceptions for which the School District
may be eligible. If all referendum exceptions are approved as estimated in the Preliminary Budget,
the tax rate for 2012-13 may be approved at 36.3943 mills. As options are considered to eliminate
the $14,529,480 deficit and revise the tax rate increase required to balance the budget, the
Preliminary Budget will be revised. The Board and Administration will continue the budget process
intending to complete the proposed Final Budget on or before June 8, 2012.
